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e The Nabataeans are one of the ancient Bedouin Arab
tribes that came from the Negev Desert region of the
Arabian Peninsula.
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e According to several sources, the origin of their name
goes back to Beniot bin Ishmael bin Ibrahim, as the sons
of Ishmael formed several Arab tribes after that;

However, Beniot moved from his place to flee from the
Assyrians.
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e The Nabataeans expanded their influence to include their
kingdom in the northwestern regions of the Arabian
Peninsula, extending to Sinai Island, the Red Sea, and the
Levant Desert.
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e The Nabataeans founded the city of Petra in 312 BC to be
the capital of their kingdom. Petra was distinguished by
its distinguished location on the Silk Road, as well as its
mediation of both Egyptian and Mesopotamian
civilization.
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e The city of Petra is one of the archaeological and historical
cities located in Jordan today. This city was established
two thousand years ago by the Nabataeans, and its area is
about 64 square kilometers.

e The Nabataeans chose this site for their new city, because
they saw the place as naturally immune to any attacks;
This is due to the rugged terrain and rocks it contains.
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e Petra was known as the Pink City because it contained
many caves and temples hewn from pink sandstone.
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e The city of Petra was discovered by the Swiss explorer
Johannin 1812 AD, and since that time Petra has become

an important tourist place that many people visit to learn
about the history of the Nabataeans.
